Not only can it cause wing deformity in geese (Angel Wing Syndrome)
but rotting bread can result in a deadly bacteria called Avian Botulism.

So please, enjoy the wild birds but let them be wild and let them do what
is natural for them.

If you still want to feed them, please give them grain, oats, peas or
sweetcorn.
